2. Submit a current copy of your resume describing yourself, your Young Adult / College ministry 
interests & experience, your current and prior employers and employment history, and your 
ministry education, degrees obtained, and schools attended. Include your current e‐mail address, 
phone number, and postal mailing address. 

3. Submit a brief statement about why you believe God has called you to apply for this Young Adult 
Ministry position at the Campbell Church of Christ (1 paragraph is sufficient).  

4. Provide video samples of your sermons or lessons that showcase your ministry and preaching 
abilities (Video is preferred but audio samples are also acceptable).
