Description            

Campbell Church of Christ in Campbell CA is seeking a full‐time Young Adult Minister for our growing 
church.  The Campbell Church is in the process of expanding its ministry to meet the needs of the 
diversity within our congregation and community. The Young Adult Minister will enhance and nurture a 
creative, visionary and authentic young adult community that is invited to love God and live a genuine 
Christian life. The focus will be on young adults between the ages of 18‐35 and may include singles, 
single parents and young marrieds. 

The Young Adult Minister will interact and develop a meaningful relationship with the church staff 
including the Senior Minister, the Children’s Minister, the Youth and Family Minister, and the Worship 
Minister, as well as the supporting staff. This will also include full support of and participation in church‐
wide programs as determined by staff and elders.  
 
This position will also include a transition into primary pulpit preaching duties and will begin with 
sharing in the pulpit preaching with the ultimate goal of assuming the regular pulpit preaching position. 
The timing and percentage of preaching will be worked out according to the candidate preferences and 
abilities. Consistent with this transition, the Young Adult Minister will establish and develop a solid 
Young Adult ministry team that will carry on and flourish during this transition.

• Practicing Christian, a minimum of 10 years, preferably with Church of Christ background or 
experience; aware of and sensitive to the cultural heritage of the Church of Christ 

• Active ministry in a paid staff position with a thriving congregation for a minimum of 5 years 
preferred 

• Demonstrated experience with college/and or young singles ministries, including an 
understanding of the post‐modern culture and how to reach this culture through ministry 

• Demonstrated strong commitment to outreach and evangelism 
• Bachelor of Arts in Ministry, or related discipline; Masters degree preferable

• A personal belief system that is Biblical and consistent with the vision of the Campbell Church  
• A heart for God and a lifestyle that is Godly 
• Energetic, dynamic and creative personality with a passion for excellence 
• Married, with a spouse who has a demonstrated commitment to Christ and ministry, and who 

will be supportive of long‐term ministry in the Silicon Valley 
• Strong ability to mentor in a positive way that brings out the best potential in a person 
• Exceptional listening skills that communicate understanding 
• Ability to work with diverse cultures and ethnic groups 
• Provides Biblical leadership and spiritual nurturing of his family 
• Develops and implements a personal spiritual development plan, reserving time for daily study,

• Share the pulpit preaching as part of the transition to primary pulpit duties
